Introduction and Location 
 
The site lies approximately half a mile south of Eye village and has frontage to both  
Eyebury Road and Tanholt Lane.  Access however will be via Tanholt Lane only. 
 
The site was used as a farmyard for many years.  As such it provides a rare opportunity to 
build a detached house with a total floor area of 2275 ft 2 in an area of largely open  
countryside yet close to both Eye village and the city of Peterborough and all the amenities 
they offer. 
 
The Site 
 
In all the site extends to approximately 1.5 acres.  As such there is the potential for a  
variety of amenity uses subject to any necessary planning consents.  It is shown edged red on 
the attached layout plan 
 
Planning Permission 
 
Outline planning permission was granted by Peterborough City Council on 18th January 
2008 for the erection of a two storey detached dwelling with detached double garage.  A 
copy of this permission is attached.  A copy of the proposed site layout plan is also attached. 
Copies of the proposed plans and elevations can be supplied upon request. 
 
Services 
 
Mains water is available on site.  The original farmyard did have a mains electricity supply 
but, following the demolition of the farm buildings, prospective purchasers should make 
their own enquiries regarding any new connection.  There is no mains drainage. 
 
Fencing 
 
The purchaser will be required to erect and thereafter maintain suitable post and rail fencing 
along the eastern boundary of the plot and that part of the southern boundary which currently 
has neither fencing nor trees/hedging.  Such fencing must be erected within 3 months of 
completion of sale and/or prior to any construction work commencing whichever occurs 
first. 
 
Viewing 
 
The site can be inspected at any reasonable hour by those holding a set of these particulars.
